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Education within the water resources and environment consists of two counterparts of the process, that
are: (1) Implementation of information and knowledge in achieving requirements which are defined and
set within the regulatory and legal documentation at numerous levels, such as: IHP UNESCO, EU,
ICPDR, ISRBC or any other internationally recognized level, such as transboundary watershed — basin
or aquifer level, regional level, state level or lesser area(s). There are hundreds of regulative documents,
such as directives, policies, protocols, standards and other entitled documents that proscribe, regulate,
and evaluate all of the impacts and consequences of the human activities, planning, construction and
(mal) function of hundreds of systems. (2) Help and support to capacity building at different levels
within the states and wider regions in institutional strengthening for acceptance and convey an integrated
overview of available tools for understanding, study, research incl. exercises and implementation of
natural laws interpreted in the best experienced way concerning problems oriented sustainable and

environmentally directed solutions.

Accumulated information and knowledge should provide wide understanding and capability for
reasoning, conclusion and decision making during numerous phases of integrated water resources
management phases of planning, project design, construction and erection of structures and systems, as
well as operation and maintenance. Also, providing the environmental impact assessment and
monitoring. Last but not the least, project management of the corresponding systems and structures, and

non - structural measures and systems.

The two components have to be balanced, i.e. education process should be sufficient to provide
understanding and support to modern processes for integrated management and institutional level is

supporting those as well, education could be considered as sustainable. If so, any new requirements such



as new policies, standards, regulative or directives could be easily accepted and implemented. When
opposite is the case, and education is closed within the tower of knowledge and science without
frequent and fruitful communication, and exchange of information and knowledge with the outer world,
including numerous applied science disciplines, no sustainability could be preserved. Educated
professionals implement their knowledge in everyday practice through advanced and up to date

approaches that result in efficient and progressive problem solving.

Sustainable education at the University of Belgrade, Faculty of Civil Engineering, has been established
and anticipated through regular studies, including undergraduate and graduate studies, specialized
studies and numerous short courses for professionals employed in industry and administration, and
doctoral studies, as well. Faculty of Civil engineering started networking of educational and research
units trough the world since establishment for almost 200 years ago, but improved when International
Research and Training Center on Urban Drainage (Waters) in 80-ies, EDUCATE - an e-learning course
and recently by establishing an UNESCO Chair in Water for Ecologically Sustainable Development
promotes. In coordination those institutions promote networking in integrated system of research,
training, information and documentation on sustanable water resources management, hydro-informatics
and eco-hydrology, including IRTCUD fostering cooperation with international professional
organizations and support to continual education of engineers together with Serbian Chamber of

Engineers - SCE.

Cooperation between University of Belgrade and Azerbaijan University of Architecture and
Construction and Baku State University has been already established and provide great and promising
opportunities for cooperation and development for professionals from the both countries, and for the
two countries. Nevertheless, this is just the first step in networking of a numerous another institutions
included in Black Sea Universities Network — at the regions of Central Asia, Africa and Balkan, which is

the ultimate goal for education and research.

Within the next VIII Phases of the IHP UNESCO under the title “Water Security: Responses to Local,
Regional and Global Challenges”, there are numerous ways for scientific, academic and practical study
work concerning networking of institutions and high level professionals aiming to implement water
knowledge on the ground and among lots of ordinary people for improving public health, decreasing

thirst and needs for food.
